Yield means the other drivers in the circle have the right-of-way. An ———— 7 \

approaching motorist has to wait for a gap...a break...to appear in the
flow of traffic before entering.

A good way to remember this rule is “Wait for the Break.”

The right-of-way is observed at the yield sign.You need to slow down or
stop to yield to any traffic approaching you from the left.

COCHISE Emergency vehicles always have the right-of-way. If an emergency vehicle
2= enters the roundabout, pull over immediately to the right, exiting the
roundabout if possible.

Pedestrians have the right-of-way when entering a crosswalk.

When you encounter large trucks, give them plenty of space.
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Remember, all turns are right turns.
